Last year two
groups met throughout the academic year. This year three groups
have been meeting regularly. They consist of senior members of
ASN, senior RA’s, and seniors active in CCS].

They meet every other week for sharing, discerning, and reflecting
upon senior-year experiences and how these experiences are
leading toward each student’s respective future.
