The
project was led by local Artist Mike Girén, who brought to life
the general themes of the mural: what acts as barriers in our
communities, what connects us, and how to interact with each
other in the process of a common goal - conveyed to form in
the mural. Participants in the project shared and gathered
thoughts on this theme on paper and photography.

The painting of
the mural was done by Omaha high school students, Creighton
students, and staff.
