This course is research oriented and will allow 

students to explore the viability of, and structure a 

plan, for commercializing a technology invented by 

a student or faculty of either Creighton University 

or the University of Nebraska Medical Center.

Scholarship/Tuition Remission

Up to 16 Creighton students will be 

selected through a competitive application 

and interview process. Scholarships and/

or tuition remission will be awarded to 

each student who completes the 1 year 

program.

The BEP is a one year, interdisciplinary 

program founded by the National Science 

Foundation, that brings students together 

from vastly different schools of study. 

Students studying medicine, nursing, 

dentistry, pharmacy, PT, OT, the natural 

sciences, law, or business are divided into 

teams where they work together to bring a 

new medical technology to market.
